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10/01/96 p 51321 Addition of Reporting Elements; Toxic Chemical Release Reporting; Community Right-to-Know; and Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know

Action: Advanced Notice of Proposed Rulemaking

Summary: EPA intends to increase the information available to the public concerning chemical use.  In this advanced notice of rulemaking, the agency is soliciting comments on chemical use and the collection of chemical use data.  

Applicability: This notice may be of interest to those currently involved in EPCRA reporting as EPA intends to propose requirements for increased chemical use data collection to be made available to the public.

10/01/96 p 51333 Hazardous Materials Regulations; Editorial Corrections and Clarifications

Action: Final Rule

Summary: The ruling corrects, makes minor changes to, and clarifies certain provisions of the Hazardous Materials Regulations (HMR).  Only minor changes are made, there are no new requirements imposed.

Applicability: This will be of interest to personnel who are responsible for shipping hazardous materials.

10/01/96 p 51238 Periodic Inspection and Testing of Cylinders; Response to Petitions for Reconsideration, Clarification and Editorial Correction

Action: Final Rule

Summary: This rule provides clarification of and minor editorial changes to the May 28, 1996 final rule pertaining the maintenance and requalification of DOT specification and exemption cylinders used for compresses gases.

Applicability: This ruling will be of interest to personnel involved in the inspection and testing of compressed gas cylinders used in shipping.

10/07/96 p 52581 Effluent Guidelines Plan

Action: Notice

Summary: The EPA is announcing its plan to develop revised effluent guidelines to regulate industrial discharges to surface water and publicly owned treatment works.

Applicability: Personnel at facilities with industrial wastewater discharges to either surface water or POTWs will want to be aware of newly proposed guidelines.  Effluent guidelines under development are listed in this notice.

10/16/96 p 54013 Marine Sanitation Device Standard -- Establishment of Drinking Water Intake No Discharge Zone(s) Under Section 312(f)(4)(A) and (B) of the Clean Water Act

Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: The EPA is proposing to establish specific requirements for applications for drinking water no intake zones in order to standardize the process.

Applicability: The proposed rule will be of interest to facilities which obtain their drinking water from surface water sources upon which water faring vessels operate.

10/16/96 p 54029 Protection of Stratospheric Ozone: Listing of Substitutes for Ozone-Depleting Substances

Action: Final Rule

Summary: The rule establishes restrictions and prohibitions on substitutes for ozone depleting substances under the Significant New Alternatives Policy (SNAP) Program.

Applicability: This rule will be of interest to facilities that utilize ozone depleting substances and are evaluating substitute materials.

10/25/96 p 55363 Harmonization With the United Nations Recommendations, International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code, and International Civil Aviation Organization’s Technical Instructions

Action: Notice of Proposed Rulemaking

Summary: EPA is proposing to amend the Hazardous Materials Regulations to concur more closely with provisions of the International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code, the International Civil Aviation Organization’ s Technical Instructions for Safe Transport of Dangerous Goods by Air, and the United Nation’s Recommendations on the Transport of Dangerous Goods.

Applicability: This will be of interest to any facilities that are involved in international shipping of hazardous materials.

11/01/96 p 56493 Protection of Stratospheric Ozone: Proposal to Extend the Existing Reclamation Requirements
Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: EPA has proposed amending the refrigerant recycling regulations to extend the effective date of the refrigerant purity requirements (40 CFR Part 82).  These regulations include evacuation requirements for appliances being serviced or disposed of, standards and testing requirements for used refrigerant sold to a new owner, certification requirements for refrigerant reclaimers, and standards and testing requirements for refrigerant recycling and recovery equipment.

Applicability: This will be of interest to anyone involved in ozone-depleting refrigerants recovered during the servicing and disposal of air-conditioning and refrigeration equipment.  

11/04/96 p 56631 Standards for the Management of Specific Hazardous Wastes and Specific Types of Hazardous Waste Management Facilities
Action: CFR Correction

Summary: EPA has corrected 40 CFR 266.100 regarding the management of specific hazardous wastes and specific types of hazardous waste management facilities.  

Applicability: This will be of interest to facilities that burn hazardous waste in boilers or  industrial furnaces.

11/04/96 p 56746 OSHA Occupational Exposure to 1,3-Butadiene

Action: Final Rule

Summary: OSHA has issued an amended final standard regulating exposure to 1,3-Butadiene (29 CFR Parts 1910, 1915 and 1926).

Applicability: Occupational Health and Safety personnel should be aware of this final standard.

11/15/96 p 58497 Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) and Nonattainment New Source Review (NSR)
Action: Proposed Rulemaking Clarification and Corrections

Summary: This document clarifies and corrects the proposed rulemaking, the NSR Reform rulemaking, which was published 7/23/96 (61 FR 38249).  The NSR Reform rulemaking proposes to revise regulations for the approval and promulgation of implementation plans, and the requirements for preparation, adoption, and submittal of implementation plans governing the NSR programs mandated by parts C and D of title I of the Clean Air Act.

Applicability: Potentially applies to facilities/projects intending to construct new sources of air pollutants regulated under the Clean Air Act.

11/25/96 p 59932 Organic Air Emission Standards for Tanks, Surface Impoundments, and Containers
Action: Final Rule

Summary: Today’s action amends and clarifies the regulatory text of the final standards, clarifies certain language in the preamble to the final rule, and in doing so provides additional options for compliance that give owners and operators increased flexibility in meeting the requirements of the rules while still providing sufficient controls to be protective of human health and the environment.  In addition, today’s action suspends the applicability and implementation of subpart CC of Parts 264 and 264 from October 6, 1996, to December 6, 1996.

Applicability: Federal agencies that treat, store, or dispose of hazardous waste and are subject to RCRA subtitle C permitting requirements, or that accumulate hazardous waste on-site in RCRA permit-exempt tanks or containers pursuant to 40 CFR 262.34(a) will be interested in this ruling.

12/4/96 p 64424 Protection of Stratospheric Ozone: Reconsideration of the Ban on Fire Extinguishers Containing HCFCs

Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  EPA is exemption  portable fire extinguishing equipment that contains HCFCs for non-residential applications.
Applicability:  This will be of interest to persons responsible for providing portable fire extinguishes in the workplace.

12/11/96 p 652686 Amendments to Streamline the NPDES Program Regulations: Round Two

Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary:  The intent of this proposal is to streamline NPDES permitting requirements by eliminating redundant language and unnecessary procedures from the permitting process.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone expecting to apply for an NPDES permit in the future.

12/13/96 p 65479 Advisory Notice: Transportation of Air Carrier Company Materials by Aircraft
Action:  Advisory Guidance

Summary:  This provides clarification regarding applicability of hazardous materials regulations.  This differentiates between hazardous materials which are required for operation of an aircraft and not subject to the HMR vs hazardous materials which are considered to be in commerce and therefore subject to the HMR.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to persons attempting to determine whether or not the HMR regulations are potentially applicable to DoD aircraft operations.

12/13/96 p 65480 Advisory Guidance: Transportation of Hazardous Materials in MC 330 and MC 331 Cargo Tanks

Action:  Advisory Guidance

Summary:  This provides notice of a potential problem in use of  MC330 and 331 cargo tank motor vehicles for liquefied petroleum gas.  Use of these tanks for propane transportation has resulted in several releases and fires during unloading.

Applicability: This will be of interest to persons receiving propane shipments as it provides incite into potential safety hazards associated with these cargo tanks.

12/13/96 p 65874 Final Notice of Issuance, Reissuance and Modification of Nationwide Permits
Action:  Final Notification

Summary:  The Corps of Engineers is reissuing the existing nationwide permits and conditions, some with modifications and two new nationwide permits. 

Applicability:  This may be of interest to those involved in wetland issues.

12/13/96 p 65780 Proposed Requirements for Designation of Reference and Equivalent Methods for PM (2.5) and Ambient Air Quality Surveillance for Particulate Matter
Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary: To protect from fine particle pollution, this proposes requirements for particles with diameters of less than 2.5 micrometers.  To protect from coarse particle pollution, this also proposes revisions to PM 10 requirements.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

12/13/96 p 65752 Interim Implementation Policy on New or Revised Ozone and Particulate Matter (PM) National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS)
Action:  Notice of Proposed Policy

Summary:  This document proposes a policy regarding interim implementation requirements for ozone and PM air pollution control during the time period following promulgation of new or revised NAAQS.   

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

12/13/96 p 65764 Implementation of New or Revised Ozone and Particulate Matter NAAQS and Regional Haze Regulations
Action: Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking

Summary:  EPA is providing advance notice of key issues for consideration in the development of new or revises regulations to implement revised NAAQS for ozone and PM and development of a regional hazard program.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

12/13/96 p 65716 NAAQS for Ozone
Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary:  EPA proposes to change the standard for ozone.

Applicability: This may be of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

12/13/96 p 65638 NAAQS for Particulate Matter
Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary:  EPA proposes to change the standard for particulate matter.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

12/16/96 p 66086 Final Effluent Limitations Guidelines and Standards for the Coastal Subcategory of the Oil and Gas Extraction Point Source Category
Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  This limits discharge of pollutants into waters of the US and the introduction of pollutants into publicly-owned treatment works by existing and new facilities in the coastal subcategory of the oil and gas extraction point source category.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone involved in Clean Water Act issues.

12/23/96 p 67656 NPL for Uncontrolled Hazardous Waste Sites
Action:  Final Rule

Summary: This amends the National Priority List and provides a current list of all NPL listed sites including federal facilities.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those involved in Superfund and Army IRP programs.

12/23/96 p 67678 NPL for Uncontrolled Hazardous Waste Sites Proposed Rule No. 21

Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary: This proposes to add five sites to the general superfund section.  None are federal facilities. 

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to anyone tracking the status of NPL listed facilities.

12/27/96 p 68506 Protection of Stratospheric Ozone: Extension of the Existing Reclamation Requirements
Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  EPA is extending the purity requirements for refrigerants which were scheduled to expire on 31 December 1996.

Applicability: This will be of interest to anyone involved in reclamation of refrigerants.

12/30/96 p 68952 Prohibition of Oxygen Generators as Cargo in Passenger Aircraft

Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  Oxygen generators are prohibited from being carried on passenger aircraft as cargo.  The prohibition does not apply to chemical oxygen generators that are installed in the cabins of aircraft to provide oxygen in emergencies or to compressed oxygen cylinders.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those involved in hazardous material transportation.

12/30/96 p 68955 Prohibition of Oxidizers Aboard Aircraft

Action:  Notice of Proposed Rulemaking

Summary:  This proposes to prohibit carriage of oxidizers including compressed oxygen in passenger aircraft and in class D compartments of cargo aircraft.

Applicability:  This is of general interest to those involved in hazardous materials transportation.

12/31/96 p 69360 Civil Monetary Penalty Inflation Adjustment Rule
Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  The maximum civil penalties for violating environmental regulations have been increased to account for inflation.  

Applicability: This will be a real eye opener to anyone potentially on the receiving end of a civil penalty.  This information may be useful to anyone trying to justify funding for a compliance related project.  Penalties listed go as high as $300,000.00!

1/2/97 p 210 Proposed Implementation Requirements for Reduction of Sulfur Oxide (Sulfur Dioxide) Emissions

Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: EPA proposes a new intervention level for SO2 emissions.

Applicability: This proposed rule will be of interest to facilities and installations that emit sulfur oxide as part of their operation, or of general interest to anyone involved in air quality management issues.

1/3/97 p 366 Barium Compounds; Toxic Chemical Release Reporting; Community Right-to-Know

Action:  Denial of Petition

Summary: EPA is denying a petition to remove the barium compounds category rom the list of chemicals subject to the reporting requirements of EPCRA.

Applicability: This may be of interest to those currently involved in EPCRA reporting.

1/8/97 p 1208 Hazardous Materials in Intrastate Commerce

Action: Final Rule

Summary: This final rule requires that all intrastate shippers and carriers comply with the Hazardous Materials Regulations, with certain exceptions.

Applicability: This rule will be of interest to those who are responsible for shipping hazardous materials.

1/10/97 p 1494 Occupational Exposure to Methylene Chloride

Action: Final Rule

Summary: This final rule amends the existing regulation on exposure to methylene chloride from 500 ppm (air) to 25 ppm, and also deletes the existing ceiling limit concentration of 1,000 ppm.  Modifications to short term exposure limits and “action levels” are also included within the final rule.  The final rule becomes effective April 10, 1997.

Applicability: This rule will interest those who work with or remediate sites contaminated with methylene chloride.

1/14/97 p 1992 Land Disposal Restrictions Phase III  - Emergency Extension of the K088 Capacity Variance; Final Rule

Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA is extending the current national capacity variance whereby spent pot liners from primary aluminum production do not have to be treated to meet LDR treatment standards until 8 July 1997.

Applicability: This rule applies to those enforcing LDR restrictions, and those working with K088 listed waste.

1/15/97 p 2068 Proposed requirements for Designation of Reference and Equivalent Methods for PM2.5 and Ambient Air Quality Surveillance for Particulate Matter

Action: Proposed rule: Correction

Summary: EPA is correcting production errors for particulate matter monitoring.

Applicability: This correction will be of interest to those involved in air quality management issues.

1/21/97 p 2970 Hazardous Materials Regulations; Penalty Guidelines

Action: Final Rule

Summary: RSPA is increasing the maximum civil penalty from $25,000 to $27,500 for a knowing violation of Federal hazardous materials transportation law or the HMR.

Applicability: This final rule is of interest to those involved in hazardous materials transportation.

1/29/97 p 4120 Criteria for the Release of Individuals Administered Radioactive Material

Action: Final Rule

Summary: The NRC is amending the criteria dealing with the release of patients administered radioactive material.

Applicability: This final rule is of interest to those involved in health-physics areas.

2/12/97 p 6622 Military Munitions Rule: Hazardous Waste Identification and Management; Explosives Emergencies; Manifest Exemption for Transport of Hazardous Waste on Right-of-Ways on Contiguous Properties
Action: Final Rule

Summary: In response to section 107 of the FFCA of 1992, EPA has finalized a rule that identifies when conventional and chemical military munitions become a hazardous waste under RCRA, and that provides for the safe storage and transport of such wastes.  This rule also amends existing regulations regarding emergency responses involving both military and non-military munitions and explosives.  This rule also exempts all generators and transporters of hazardous waste, not just military, from the RCRA manifest for the transport of hazardous waste on public or private right-of-ways on or along the border of contiguous properties, under the control of the same person, regardless of whether the contiguous properties are divided by right-of-ways.    

Applicability: Federal Facilities involved in military munitions; facilities involved in emergency responses involving both military and non-military munitions and explosives; and transporters of hazardous waste.

2/12/97 p 6520 Department of Defense Plan for Certification of Pesticide Applicators

Action: Notice of Intent to Approve Certification Plan

Summary: DOD has again revised its certification plan to reflect updated administrative procedures and adoption of several new subcategories of certification.  EPA intends to grant approval of the newly revised DOD plan.

Applicability: The revised DOD certification plan fully meets the requirements of the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act, and will continue to cover workers from the three branches of the Armed Forces. 

2/19/97 p 7502 Land Disposal Restrictions: Correction of Tables; Treatment Standards for Hazardous Waste and Universal Treatment Standards
Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA has updated and corrected versions of the tables “Treatment Standards for Hazardous Wastes” and “Universal Treatment Standards,” incorporating all revisions to the treatment standards promulgated since the Phase III Final Rule.  The updated tables also incorporate additional technical corrections, including the removal of treatment standards for the 25 waste codes whose listings were vacated by the 11/01/96 court decision.

Applicability:  This final rule is of interest to those involved in the treatment of hazardous wastes under RCRA.

2/24/97 p 8314 Credible Evidence Revisions
Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA has adopted the “credible evidence” rules regarding means of demonstrating compliance with various emission limits under the Clean Air Act.  Non-reference test data can be used in enforcement actions, and to remove any potential ambiguity regarding this data’s use for compliance certifications under Section 114 and Title V of the Act.  This rulemaking finalizes the previously proposed credible evidence revisions to Parts 51, 52, 60 and 61.

Applicability: Any facility regulated under the Clean Air Act.

2/28/97 p 9087 National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Source Categories:  Gasoline Distribution (Stage I)
Action: Direct Final Rule: Amendments

Summary: EPA is promulgating amendments to the Gasoline Distribution NESHAP, and addresses some clarifications to the NESHAP that were requested by other parties.  

Applicability: This may be of interest to installations that have bulk gasoline terminals and pipeline breakout stations.

3/5/97 p 10004 Land Disposal Restrictions - Phase IV: Treatment Standards for Characteristic Metal Wastes; Notice of Data Availability
Action: Notice of Data Availability

Summary: EPA has received additional information pertaining the use of iron filings as a stabilizing agent to lead contaminated spent foundry sand. The agency is providing notice of analytical reports and summarizing requested reviews of the data. Data evaluation indicates that iron filing (and iron dust) will not be considered and adequate stabilization agent.

Applicability: Transportation and disposal coordinators and personnel involved in waste stabilization design may be interested in this information.

3/11/97 p 11270 Streamlining the State Sewage Sludge Management Regulations
Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: EPA is proposing to modify the permitting process that addresses the authorization of state programs allowing the manage waste water treatment plant biosolids. These requirements are now found under 40 CFR 123 (for NPDES programs) and 40 CFR 501 (for non-NPDES) programs. The modification will delete sewage sludge specific State program provisions found in 40 CFR 123. This modification will accommodate the variable nature of existing State programs and encourage more States to apply for authorization.

Applicability: Utah and Oklahoma are the only authorized states at this time.  State, Local, and  government personnel involved in biosolids management in unauthorized states may find this proposal interesting.

3/17/97 p 12583 Air Quality: Revision to Definition of Volatile Organic Compounds-Exclusion of 16 Compounds
Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: For the purposes of preparing State implementation plans to attain national ambient air quality standards for ozone and for any Federal implementation plan for an ozone nonattainment area, EPA is proposing to add 16 compounds to the list of compounds excluded from the definition of VOC. These compounds have the potential to be used as refrigerants, propellents, and solvents. They are not considered chemicals which will contribute to the formation of tropospheric ozone.

Applicability: Personnel evaluating materials for use as substitutes for chlorofluorocarbons may be interesting in these additional chemicals.0

3/21/97 p 13748 Federal Operating Permits Program
Action: Proposed rule; notice of opportunity for public hearing

Summary: The EPA is proposing a revised approach for the issuance of Federal Operating Permits to covered stationary sources in Indian country. EPA is stating that Tribes will not need to show jurisdictional authority prior to EPA implementing a federal program for an area.

Applicability: Civil works projects with adjacent tribal lands may be interested in this development.

3/21/97 p 13776 Hazardous Waste Combustors; Continuous Emissions Monitoring Systems
Action: Notice of Data Availability and request for comments.

Summary: EPA is presenting performance data for six particulate and three mercury continuous emissions monitoring systems.

Applicability: Personnel involved with the design and performance of waste combustion units will be interested in the results of these evaluations.

3/26/97 p 14334 Performance-Oriented Packaging Standards; Final Transitional Provisions; Revisions and Response to Petitions for Reconsideration

Action: Final Rule; editorial revisions and response to petitions for reconsideration.
Summary: Research and Special Programs Administration (RSPA) corrected errors in the September 26, 1996 final rule and denied two petitions for reconsideration of a provision in the September 26, 1996 final rule. Specifically, RSPA denied petitions to reconsider the expansion of the regulated medical waste definition. Prior to the HM-181H final rule, 49 CFR 173.134(a)(4) excluded waste cultures and stocks of infectious substances. The final rule added a new paragraph to 49 CFR 173.134(b)(4) authorizing certain waste cultures and stocks to be described and packaged as regulated medical waste rather than infectious substances.

Applicability: Transportation and disposal coordinators may want to discuss with safety office personnel potential impacts.
3/26/97 p 14502 Hazardous Materials Transportation, Registration and Fee Assessment Program

Action: Notice of Filing Requirements

Summary: The Hazardous Materials Registration Program will enter registration year 1997 - 98 on July 1, 1997. Depending on specific types and quantities of hazardous materials, shippers and transporters that exceed certain thresholds are required to register with and pay a fee to Research and special programs administration. Federal and State agencies are exempt from this requirement.

Applicability: Transportation and disposal coordinators may want to discuss and review this requirement with contractors.

3/26/97 p 14503 Actions on Exemption Application
Action: Notice of actions on exemption applications

Summary: Research and Special Programs Administration has published actions on exemption applications  received from February - June of 1996.

Applicability: Transportation and disposal coordinators may want to review and follow up on some the exemptions that are being acted upon. “To become party to...” applications may be appropriate for some specific situations. As an example, RSPA has granted several authorizations to ship lab packs containing cyanides and cyanide mixtures with lab packs containing acids and corrosive liquids in the same transport vehicle (motor vehicle and rail). This is a good summary of some of the existing exemptions.

3/28/97 p 14850 Proposed Test Rule for Hazardous Air Pollutants; Extension of Comment Period on Proposed Rule

Action: Extension of comment period on proposed test rule.
Summary: EPA’s proposed rule was published on June 26, 1996. The proposed rule would require the testing of 21 hazardous air pollutants for certain health effects.  The comment period has been extended to June 30, 1997.
Applicability: Personnel involved in air permitting issues and sampling of emissions sources may which to review and provide comments if time permits.
3/28/97 p 14976 Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for the Analysis of Pollutants and National Primary Drinking Water Regulations; Flexibility in Existing Test Procedures and Streamlined Proposal of New Test Procedures

Action: Proposed Rule
Summary: EPA is proposing to streamline the approval process of analytical methods under the Clean Water Act and Safe Drinking Water Act. The proposed rule only affects states if they choose to adopt the process as part of a laboratory auditing program. EPA is attempting to increase an analyst’s flexibility to modify existing procedures and among other things, establish and require the use of standardized quality control (QC) and QC acceptance criteria in existing and new testing procedures. Comments will be accepted until June 27, 1997.
Applicability: Chemists and laboratory personnel involved in method modification/development may find this proposal pertinent the their work.
4/3/97 p 15970 New York Department of Environmental Conservation Requirements on the Transfer and Storage of Hazardous Wastes Incidental to Transportation

Action:  Decision on petition for reconsideration of administrative determination of preemption

Summary:    This discusses pre-emption of several State requirements which are inconsistent or conflict with Federal hazardous material regulations.   Also, RSPA is withdrawing its earlier determination regarding pre-emption of  New York secondary containment requirements at transfer facilities where hazardous wastes are transferred between vehicles or temporarily stored.  On reconsideration RSPA determined that the State requirement is not an obstacle to accomplishing and carrying out the Federal hazardous material regulations.

Applicability:  This will be of interest to those transporting hazardous wastes via New York transfer facilities.

4/8/97 p 16747 Hazardous Waste Management System; Identification and Listing of Hazardous Waste; Petroleum Refining Process Wastes: and Land Disposal Restrictions for Newly Hazardous Wastes

Action:  Notice of Data Availability and Request for Comment

Summary:  This notice announces data availability and requests comments regarding proposed listing of certain petroleum refining related wastes and decisions not to list other types of petroleum refining waste.
Applicability:  This may be applicable to Superfund work involving petroleum refining wastes. 
4/9/97 p 171886 Notice of Receipt of Requests for Amendments to Delete Uses in Certain Pesticide Registrations

Action: Notice 
Summary: EPA is providing notice of deletion of specific uses of five pesticide registrations. 
Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those involved in pesticide use.

Action:  Notice
Summary:  Project XL is a national pilot program to test new approaches for meeting environmental goals and responsibilities.  Through agreements with sponsors, EPA expects to gather data and experiences that will help the agency make sound decisions to improve the regulatory system.  Today’s notice includes a general solicitation for new proposals to the Project XL and is open to Federal facilities as well as private sector businesses.
Applicability:  This is an opportunity for Federal facilities to propose a “better way to comply” and to reinvent the way they conduct environmental management.   
4/25/97 p 22296 EPA’s Semiannual Regulatory Agenda

Action:  Semiannual Regulatory Agenda

Summary:  This Federal Register provides the status and brief summaries of major rulemaking activities of the Environmental Protection Agency.  Information on rulemaking activities of other federal agencies are provided in this Federal Register as well.

Applicability:  This will be of interest to environmental compliance coordinators and others interested in the status of environmental regulations.

4/30/97 p 23447 Department of Defense Plan for Certification of Pesticide Applicators

Action:  Notice of Approval of Certification Plan

Summary:  On 2/12/97 EPA announced its intention to approve DODs plan for restricted use pesticides and solicited comments on the plan.  Today’s announcement includes a response to a comment received regarding state certifications.  DOD certified applicators are not required to obtain additional state certification or licenses while engaged in the performance of their official duties on DOD land or property. 

Applicability:  Those engaged in applying restricted use pesticides on DOD properties will be interested in this notice.

05/01/97 p 23834 Addition of Facilities in Certain Industry Sectors; Revised Interpretation of Otherwise Use; Toxic Release Inventory Reporting; Community Right-to-Know

Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA added seven industry groups to the list of facilities subject to the reporting requirements of EPCRA section 313 and section 6607 of the PPA.  They are metal mining, coal mining, electric utilities, commercial hazardous waste treatment, chemicals and allied products-wholesale, petroleum bulk terminals and plants - wholesale and solvent recovery services.  EPA also revised the definition of “otherwise use” to include chemicals disposed, stabilized, or treated for destruction that were received from off-site for the purposes of further waste management.  The definition also includes chemicals produced from the disposal, stabilization or treatment of chemicals received from off-site for the purpose of further waste management. The new definition is effective beginning with the 1998 reporting year.

Applicability: This ruling will affect those facilities in the seven newly added industries.  It may also affect EPCRA reporting for other facilities for which the changed definition of “otherwise use” would affect reporting requirements.

05/02/97 p24212 Revised Technical Standards for Hazardous Waste Combustion Facilities

Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: This proposed rule contains changed emission standards for hazardous waste combustors (hazardous waste incinerators, hazardous waste burning cement kilns, and lightweight aggregate kilns) from those first proposed on April 19, 1996. 

Applicability: This proposed rule will be of interest to those involved in hazardous waste incineration (including HTRW remedial action sites were on-site incineration is to be done). 

5/06/97 p24690 Hazardous Materials: Harmonization With the United Nations Recommendations, International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code, and International Civil Aviation Organization’s Technical Instructions

Action: Final Rule

Summary: This ruling is intended to amend the Hazardous Materials Regulations (HMR) to align more fully with international shipping requirements and allow for the transport of hazardous materials in international commerce.  The ruling includes, among other things, a new definition of “aerosol”, new packing group entries, alternative/modified shipping names as well as quantity limitations for certain materials identified as poisonous by inhalation and new/modified special provisions.

Applicability: This ruling will be of interest to persons who ship hazardous materials.

05/07/97 p24887 Addition of Dioxin and Dioxin-Like Compounds; Modification of Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) Listing; Toxic Chemical Release Reporting; Community Right-to-Know

Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: EPA is proposing to add a new chemical category subject to EPCRA section 313 reporting requirements.  This new category includes dioxin and 27 dioxin-like chemicals.  EPA is also proposing to modify the existing section 313 listing for PCBs to exclude those that will be included in the dioxin compounds category.

Applicability: The proposed rule will be of interest to those who are involved in EPCRA section 313 reporting.

05/12/97 p 25998 Land Disposal Restrictions (LDR) - Phase IV: Treatment Standards for Wood Preserving Wastes, Paperwork Reduction and Streamlining Exemptions From RCRA for Certain Processed Materials; and Miscellaneous Hazardous Waste Provisions

Action: Final Rule

Summary: Provisions in this rule modify LDR record keeping requirements, specify LDR treatment standards for wood preserving wastes, change LDR notification requirements, modify scrap metal recycling regulations, eliminate “California List” LDR provisions, and discuss applicability of RCRA regulations to boiler clean-out wastes.

Applicability: This rule will be of interest to persons handling/generating hazardous waste or persons involved with recycling or disposing of scrap metal.  Small and large quantity generators may be affected by the record keeping requirements.    There is also a portion of this ruling that may affect persons involved with boiler clean-out processes.

05/12/97 p26041 Land Disposal Restrictions (LDR) Phase IV: Second Supplemental Proposal on Treatment Standards for Metal Wastes and Mineral Processing Wastes, Mineral Processing and Bevill Exclusion Issues, and the Use of Hazardous Waste as Fill

Action: Supplemental Proposed Rule

Summary: In the proposed rule, EPA is revising universal treatment standards (UTS) for twelve metal constituents when they are in hazardous waste.  Affected waste includes TC metal wastes (those failing TCLP for certain metals), mineral processing wastes, and other metal-bearing wastes.  The propose rule also addresses sampling methods for compliance with the treatment standards and proposes a prohibition on the use of most hazardous wastes as fill material.

Applicability: The propose rule will be of interest to persons involved in the generation, storage, treatment, and/or disposal of hazardous wastes (particularly those wastes failing TCLP for certain metals).

06/02/97 p 29786  Proposed Reissuance of NPDES General Permits for Storm Water Discharges From Construction Activities; Notice Agency Information Collection Activities:  Notice

Action: Notice

Summary: In the notice, EPA is proposing to reissue NPDES general storm water permits for construction activities.  Almost all existing permits expire in September 1997.  Today’s permits are similar to the original 1992 permits.

Applicability: This notice will be of interest to persons involved in construction activities requiring storm water discharge NPDES permits.

06/02/97 p 29673 Hazardous Materials: Use of Non-Specification Open-Head Fiber Drum Packagings

Action: Direct Final Rule

Summary: RSPA is allowing the transportation of certain liquid hazardous materials in non-spec open fiber drums until 30 September 1999.

Applicability: This final rule will be of interest to those individuals responsible for the transportation of certain types of liquid hazardous waste.

06/05/97 p 30761  Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for the Analysis of Pollutants; Application for Approval of Alternate Test Procedures

Action: Final Rule, Change in address
Summary: This final rule changes the responsibility for administering the alternate test procedure program.

Applicability: This rule will be applicable to those analytical labs who are requesting approval of alternate test procedures.

06/05/97 p 30767  Hazardous Materials: Shipping Description and Packaging of Oxygen Generators

Action: Final Rule

Summary: RSPA is amended to add a specific shipping description to the hazardous materials table for chemical oxygen generators.

Applicability: This rule has potential applicability to those treatment technologies that require the purchase and/or installation of an oxygen generation system for site remediation.

06/09/97 p 31364  Low-Stress Hazardous Liquid Pipeline Serving Plants and Terminals

Action: Direct Final Rule

Summary: This final rule provides for exclusion from the RSPA’s regs for haz liquid pipelines for two separate instances of low stress pipelines.

Applicability: This final rule may impact some installations utilizing low stress pipelines for the transport of petroleum, petroleum products, or anhydrous ammonia.

06/13/97 p 32452  Hazardous Waste Management System; Testing and Monitoring Activities

Action: Final Rule

Summary: The EPA is amending its hazardous waste regulations for testing and monitoring activities.  This amendment adds new and revised methods to EPA publication SW-846.

Applicability: This rule will be of interest to those individuals associated with analytical testing of site contaminants, and appropriate test methodology for analysis of those contaminants.

06/20/97 p 33625 Clean Air Act, Section 112(c)(6), Specific Pollutants

Action: Notice of drat source category listing for section 112 (d)(2) rulemaking pursuant section 112 (c)(6) requirements.

Summary: For public review and comment: Draft list of source categories

Applicability: This rule may impact some of the industrial sites under the responsibility of the Corps.  This record was pulled to allow for a complete history of the air quality regs to be maintained.

06/26/97 p 34574 - 34599 Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for the Analysis of Pollutants and National Primary Drinking Water Regulations; Flexibility in Existing Test Procedures and Streamlined Proposal of New Test Procedures; Correction, Announcement of Meetings, and Extension of Comment; Proposed Rule
Action: Correction, Announcement of Meetings, and Extension of Comment Period

Summary:   EPA is correcting minor errors in the preamble and regulatory language of its proposed rule to streamline EPA’s water methods approval program.
Applicability: This rule was pulled to maintain a complete record of the history associated with the establishment of analytical test methods for drinking water.

06/27/97 p 34780  Federal Agency Hazardous Waste Compliance Docket; Notice

Action: Notice of tenth update 

Summary: Update of the Federal agency Hazardous Waste Compliance Docket, pursuant to CERCLA section 120 (c).

Applicability: Listing for internal reference

06/27/97 p 35054  Draft National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit for Storm Water Discharges From Construction Activities That are Classified as Associated With Industrial Activity; Notice

Action: Amendment to the notice published on 16 April 1997.  Comments are requested on the draft reissuance of the general permit for discharges of storm water from construction activities associated with industrial activity in Region 4, and all Indian country lands in that region.
Applicability:  This may be applicable to construction activities requiring storm water discharge permits

07/03/97 p 36100 Drinking Water Monitoring Requirements for Certain Chemical Contaminants - Chemical Monitoring Reform (CMR) and Permanent Monitoring Relief (PMR); Proposed Rule
Action: Advance notice of proposed rulemaking

Summary: EPA has announced that it plans to propose revisions to drinking water monitoring requirements for 64 chemical contaminants (40 CFR Parts 141 and 142).  This Federal Register solicits comments and contains proposed changes to drinking water regulations.  The intent of these changes are to strengthen public health protection by reducing the chance of drinking water contamination going undetected and unaddressed, and to reduce unnecessary monitoring and reporting requirements.  The proposed revisions seek to provide monitoring relief for systems without an apparent risk of contamination, thereby freeing public resources to focus on systems at risk.   

Applicability:  Facilities potentially affected by this proposal are those that treat and/or distribute drinking water and which meet the definition of a community water system or a non-transient, non-community water system.
07/07/97 p 36428 Protection of Stratospheric Ozone: Sale of Halon Blends, Intentional Release of Halon, Technician Training and Disposal of Halon and Halon-Containing Equipment
Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: The proposed rule sets requirements for the disposal of halon and halon-containing equipment, prohibits the intentional release of halon during training of technicians and during equipment testing, repair or disposal; requires appropriate training for personnel performing such actions; and requires owners of halon or halon-containing equipment to dispose of their halon-containing equipment by returning it for halon recovery to a manufacture, a fire equipment dealer or a recycler all operating in accordance with NFPA 10 and NFPA 12A Standards.

Applicability:  Facilities that have halon fire suppressant systems consisting of portable extinguishers and/or total flooding systems are affected by this proposed rulemaking.  If finalized, this proposed regulation would prohibit any testing of these systems that results in a release of halon.  Also, when fire extinguisher cylinders are to be changed out or replaced, they could only be sent to a manufacture, fire equipment dealer, or a recycler operating in accordance with NFPA 10 and NFPA 12A Standard.  Projects or facilities which employ technicians who test, maintain, service, repair or dispose of halon containing equipment would have to provide training regarding halon emission reduction.  EPA has not set any formal requirements for this training.      

7/09/97 p 36947 Proposed Revision of Standards of Performance for Nitrogen Oxide Emissions from New Fossil-Fuel Fired Steam Generating Units; Proposed Revisions to Reporting Requirements for Standards of Performance for New Fossil-Fuel Fired Steam Generating Units
Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: EPA is proposing to change existing NOx emission standards for both utility and industrial steam generating units capable of firing fuel at a heat input rate of more than 250 million Btus per hour.  The proposed changes to the existing standards for NOx emissions reduce the numerical NOx emission limits for both utility and industrial steam generating units to reflect the performance of best demonstrated technology.  The proposal also changes the format for the revised NOx emission limit for electric utility steam generating units to an output-based format to promote energy efficiency and pollution prevention. 

Applicability: This proposed rule will affect facilities that have steam generating units with a fuel firing capability exceeding 250 million Btu/hour.  (This size unit is typically used to heat an entire building complex or a military installation.  Units of this size are also used by major utility companies in producing electricity.)

07/11/97 p 37488 Proposed Modification of National Pollutant Discharge Elimination system (NPDES) Storm Water Multi-Sector General Permit for Industrial Activities

Action: Notice of Proposed Modifications of the NPDES Storm Water Multi-Sector General Permit for Industrial Activities and Proposal to Terminate the EPA Storm Water Baseline Industrial General Permit

Summary: EPA has announced proposed changes of the NPDES storm water multi-sector general permit.

Applicability: Facilities currently covered by the NPDES storm water baseline industrial general permit will be required to seek coverage under the modified multi-sector storm water permit when issued in final or submit an application for an individual permit.

07/17/97 p 38406 Streamlined Procedures for Modifying Approved Publicly Owned Treatment Works Pretreatment Programs

Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA is revising the procedures for modifying the requirements of approved Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) Pretreatment Programs incorporated into National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits issued to POTWs.  The new regulation will reduce the administrative burden and cost associated with maintaining approved pretreatment programs without affecting environmental protection.

Applicability:  
07/18/97 p 38652 National Ambient Air Quality Standards for Particulate Matter &

07/18/97 p 39764 Revised Requirements for Designation of Reference and Equivalent Methods for PM-2.5 and Ambient Air Quality Surveillance for Particulate Matter

Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA has promulgated the highly controversial National Ambient Air Quality Standard (NAAQS) for particulate matter (PM).  The most significant change to the existing NAAQS for PM is the addition of a standard for PM-2.5 (particulate matter less than 2.5 micrometers in diameter).  The new annual primary standard for PM-2.5 is set at 15 micrograms per cubic meter (ug/m3) and a new 24-hour primary PM-2.5 standard is set at 65 ug/m3.  The current annual PM-10 standard of 50 ug/m3 and the 24-hour primary PM-10 standard is revised to 150 mg/m3.  EPA is also setting secondary standards for both PM-2.5 and PM-10 identical to their primary standards.  New monitoring requirements and new reference and equivalent methods for analysis have been established for the new standards.  

Applicability: The new ruling should not have an immediate or direct effect on most facilities as EPAs implementation policy is to reevaluate the science used in setting the standard prior to classifying any new non-attainment area.  When air quality regions are redesignated as non-attainment areas facilities emitting particulates should check for applicable requirements.  EPA has stated that no compliance determinations will be made until the year 2007.

07/22/97 p 39398 Improvements to Hazardous Materials Identification Systems; Corrections and Responses to Petition for Reconsideration
Action: Final Rule

Summary: Changes have been made to the final rule published on 1/08/97 in which RSPA amended the Hazardous Materials Regulations to better identify and communicate the hazards associated with hazardous materials in transportation in commerce.  There were little substantial changes in actual requirements.  Compliance date for the requirements already finalized have been revised into a table form.

Applicability: These requirements are applicable to all projects that transport hazardous wastes and/or hazardous materials via hazardous waste manifests and/or Bills of Lading.  This would include shipping things such as Safety Kleen solvents, drums of hazardous waste, paint, solvents, batteries, fluorescent light bulbs, PCBs, lead-contaminated blast material, used oil, etc.

07/24/97 p 39797 Toxic Chemical Release Reporting; Community Right-to-Know; Additional Time to Report

Action: Time extensions for submission of reports.

Summary: EPA has extended the date by which facilities required to submit Toxic Release Inventory (TRI) reports for the calendar year 1996 from August 1, 1997 (extended on May 27, 1997) to September 8, 1997.  

Applicability: Facilities that are required to submit TRI reports for the 1996 calendar year.

07/29/97 p 40708 Revisions to Criteria for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills

Action: Direct Final Rule

Summary: EPA has offered additional flexibility to approved states for landfills receiving 20 tons or less of municipal solid waste per day.  Because this is a “direct final rule,” a comment period is also provided.  Comments are being accepted until 28 August 1997.  If adverse comments are received, EPA may withdraw this rule.

Applicability: This will apply to facilities which own or operate municipal solid waste landfills which accept less than 20 tons of solid waste per day.  Because of this rule, states may allow alternatives to the previously existing requirements for providing daily covers and for monitoring.

07/31/97 p 41138 Regional Haze Regulations

Action: Proposed Rule

Summary: This proposal addresses regional haze visibility impairment in the nation’s most treasured national parks and wilderness areas.  

Applicability: Facilities located near national parks and wilderness areas may be affected by this visibility protection program.

08/06/97 p42221 Withdrawal of the Proposed National Primary Drinking Water Regulation for Radon-222

Action: Notice of withdrawal of proposed rule
Summary: EPA is announcing the withdrawal of drinking water regulations proposed for radon-222 (56 FR 33050, July 18, 1991). Congress has directed EPA to propose an MCLG and National Primary Drinking Water Regulation (NPDWR) for radon-222 by August, 1999 and promulgate a final regulation by August, 2000. EPA has committed to take final action on the other radionuclides included in the July 18, 1991 proposal by December, 2000.

Applicability: Facilities conducting sampling under SDWA should be aware of these changes.
8/11/97 p 42986 Four Documents Required Under the Safe Drinking Water Act as 

Amended
Action:  Notice of Availability

Summary:  In this notice, the Environmental Protection Agency is publishing documents related to the Safe Drinking Water Act and announcing the availability of others. The documents are: (1) EPA 816‑R‑97‑009, "State Source Water and Assessment Guidance", which is guidance for states to follow in developing state source water assessment and petition programs; (2) EPA 816‑R‑97‑010, "Guidance for Future State Ground Water Protection Grants", which establishes    procedures for application for state ground water protection program assistance and identifies key elements of state ground water protection programs; and (3) EPA‑815‑R‑97‑002, "Small System Compliance Technology List for the Surface Water Treatment Rule", which contains information on the list of small system compliance technology that meets the Surface Water Treatment Rule (SWTR) for three population sizes of small drinking water systems as required by SDWA section 1412(b)(4)(E)(v) and alternative monitoring guidelines for states to follow in proposing alternative monitoring requirements for chemical contaminants, EPA 816‑R‑97‑001.

08/15/97 p 43820 Toxic Substances Control Act Test Guidelines

Action: Final Rule

Summary: EPA is finalizing 11 Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) health effects test guidelines in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). Codification of this series of TSCA test guidelines does not by itself impose obligations upon any person. Obiligations are only imposed when these guidelines are cross-referenced in a test rule promulgated under section 4 of TSCA.
Applicability: Personnel involved in industrial hygiene and risk assessment discplines may be interested in this rulemaking.
8/22/97 p 44684 Interpretation of New Drinking Water Requirements Relating to 

Lead Free Plumbing Fittings and Fixtures  

Action: Notice.  
Summary:  Section 1417(a)(3) of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), as amended makes it unlawful for any person to introduce into commerce after August 6, 1998 any pipe, or any pipe or plumbing fitting or fixture that is not lead free.  Industry was given the option of establishing voluntary standards or EPA would have to establish formal regulations to establish criteria for the “lead-free” designation. EPA worked with the National Sanitation Foundation (NSF) to establish a voluntary standard, NSF Standard 61, section 9 (September 1994), governing the leaching of lead.   Because the EPA believes this voluntary standard to be protective, no formal rulemaking on this issue will be made.  For those interested, copies of NSF Standard 61, and the listings of products meeting this standard may be obtained from NSF International, 3475 Plymouth Road, PO Box 130140, Ann Arbor, MI 48113‑0140. The telephone number is 313‑769‑8010. 

8/25/97 p 44913  Hazardous Materials: Use of Non‑Specification Open‑Head Fiber 

Drum Packagings.
Action: Confirmation of effective date of direct final rule.

Summary: On June 2, 1997, Research and Special Programs Administration (RSPA) within DOT published in the Federal Register a direct final rule adding a new paragraph 49 CFR 171.14(c)(2) to the HMR (49 CFR Parts 171‑180) providing as follows:

    (2) A non‑specification fiber drum with a removable head authorized by paragraph (c)(1) of this section may be offered for transportation and transported domestically prior to October 1, 1999, if it‑‑

    (i) Was filled with an authorized hazardous material prior to the expiration of the authority in paragraph (c)(1) of this section; and

    (ii) Is not emptied and refilled after the expiration of the authority in paragraph (c)(1) of this section. 62 FR 29676. The reason and basis for the direct final rule were set forth in the preamble.

RSPA stated that this direct final rule would become effective on October 1, 1997, unless an adverse comment or notice of intent to file an adverse comment was received by August 1, 1997. RSPA also stated that it would publish in the Federal Register a timely document confirming the effective date of this direct final rule. 62 FR 29673.  This document confirms that, because no adverse comment or notice of intent to file an adverse comment was received by August 1, 1997, the effective date of the June 2, 1997 direct final rule is October 1, 1997.

Applicability: Again, this extension would be most useful for product manufactures and possibly conditionally-exempted SQGs only due to the time constraints imposed by RCRA as these only include drums filled prior to September 30, 1997 and not emptied or refilled.    

9/2/97 p 46214 Hazardous Materials: Withdrawal of Radiation Protection Program Requirement
Action: Direct final rule

Summary:  RSPA is removing Radiation Protection Program regulations and related modal provisions that require the development and maintenance of a written radiation protection program for persons who offer, accept for transportation, or transport radioactive materials.

Applicability:  This would be applicable to activities involving transportation of radioactive materials.

9/2/97 p 46406 Outer Continental Shelf Air Regulations Remands
Action:  Final rule

Summary:  EPA is revising outer continental shelf air regulations to allow states to apply for enforcement authority for emissions occurring offshore.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those with air pollutant sources in the outer continental shelf.

9/9/97 p 47495 Notice of Availability of Final Draft Guidance for Developing Superfund memoranda of Agreement Language Concerning State Voluntary Cleanup Programs
Action: Notice of availability and request for comments

Summary: EPA is encouraging its Regions to negotiate MOAs with states to delineate roles and responsibilities for the cleanup of hazardous substance sites not on the NPL.   In line with this, guidance language for memorandum of agreements (MOA) has been drafted and is announced by this Federal Register notice.
Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those involved in non-NPL remediation projects.

9/24/97 p 50222 Transportation of Hazardous Materials
Action: Proposed rule

Summary:  Miscellaneous changes to the hazardous materials regulations are proposed by this rule.

Applicability:  This may be of general interest to those tracking development of hazardous material regulations.

9/25/97 p 50442 NPL for Uncontrolled Hazardous Waste Sites
Action:  Final rule

Summary:  This adds 6 new sites to the General Superfund Section of the NPL. It also provides a good questions and answer discussion on the CERCLA response process.  Questions addressed include: What are CERCLA and SARA?   What is the NCP?   What is the NPL?   How are sites listed on the NPL?   What happens to sites on the NPL?   How are site boundaries defined?  How are sites removed from the NPL?    Can portions of sites be deleted from the NPL as they are cleaned up?    What is the Construction Completion List?
