The rule is incorporating by reference several International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) safety standards in preparation of proposed revisions to the radioactive material requirements under ST-1.

Applicability:  This proposed rule would be of interest to anyone shipping hazardous materials.  Comments on the proposed rule may be sent to DOT until 22 December 2000.

10/30/00 p 64746 Final Reissuance of National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Storm Water Multi-Sector General Permit for Industrial Activities

Action: Notice of Final NPDES general permit.

Summary:  EPA Regions 1,2,3,4,6,8,9 and 10 are reissuing EPA’s NPDES Storm Water Multi-Sector General Permit (MSGP). The general permit was first issued  on September 29, 1995 and has been amended over the past several years. The reissuance of the MSGP was proposed on 3/30/00. The reissued permit will authorize the discharge of storm water associated with industrial activities from the identified industrial sectors provided the discharges are in compliance with the terms of the MSGP. This permit coverage is only for regions of the country where States are not authorized to issue general permits, such as federal facilities, tribal lands, and States without CWA programs. A summary of changes to those proposed on 3/30/00 can be found at 65 FR 64747.

Applicability: This final notice will be of interest to military, civil works, and HTRW program personnel involved in storm water management issues within the scope of the permit coverage.

11/01/2000 p65653 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs); Return of PCB Waste from U.S. Territories Outside the Customs Territory of the United States

Action:  Proposed Rule

Summary:  EPA is proposing to clarify that PCB waste in United States’ territories and possessions outside the customs territory of the United States may be returned to the U.S. Customs Territory for proper disposal.  (Examples of such territories and possessions are Guam, American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands (CNMI) including Saipan, and the United States Virgin Islands.)  The proposed rule would clarify that such movement is not considered “import” for purposes of the ban on manufacturing PCBs under TSCA section 6(e)(3).  

Applicability:  This proposed rule will be of interest to military, civil works, and HTRW program personnel involved in the disposal of PCBs from territories and possessions of the United States that are not inside the customs territory of the United States.

Based on an improved understanding of the risks associated with radionuclides in drinking water, the current MCL for combined radium-226/-228 and the current MCL for gross alpha particle radioactivity were retained.

Applicability: The requirements of this rule apply to community water system. It is also expected to impact FUSRAP cleanups since these standards are likely to be considered ARARs when establishing cleanup criteria for ground water.

EPA is taking this action because the regulation appears to be discouraging generators from cleaning up contaminated soils, which is contrary to what EPA intended when promulgating the alternative treatment standard for contaminated soil. Generators are still required to treat PCBs if the total concentration of halogenated organic compounds in the soil equals or exceeds 1000 

parts per million.

Applicability:  This applies to remediation of hazardous waste soil exhibiting a toxicity characteristic for a RCRA metal in which PCBs are present as an underlying hazardous constituent.

Action:  Final Rule

Summary:  In this final rule, EPA provides specific definitions for lead paint hazards.  The hazards are broken down into paint-lead hazards, dust-lead hazards and soil-lead hazards.  The final rule makes changes to the TSCA lead poisoning reduction regulations found in 40 CFR 745.  Each hazard is specifically defined with numerical concentrations and/or descriptions of conditions that meet the hazard classification.  When pre-1960 housing or child-occupied facilities are sold or transferred by Federal agencies, any lead paint hazards meeting a hazard definition must be abated prior to sale.  For 1960 to pre-1978 housing or child-occupied facilities, notification of the lead hazards must be made to the new owner prior to sale or transfer.  The final rule also changed the lead risk assessment sampling locations to be consistent with the new lead hazard definitions.

Applicability:  This rule will be applicable to lead paint activities (i.e., abatement activities) occurring at target housing and child-occupied facilities that are defined in the rule.  The rule will also apply to the transfer or sale of pre-1978 Federal target housing or child-occupied facilities.

(Reclassification is a voluntary process that can be used to lower the PCB concentration in electrical equipment.)  This rule brings the reclassification requirements into conformance with data and Agency experience gained since EPA last revised the regulation in 1982. 

Applicability:  Facilities using PCB or PCB-Contaminated transformers and other regulated equipment may wish to consider reclassifying their equipment.  Reclassification will allow facilities to take advantage of the less stringent and less costly use conditions that apply to electrical equipment at lower PCB concentrations.
