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ABSTRACT

Congress requires explicitly in the FY 1999 Energy and Water Appropriations Act that USACE comply with CERCLA in conducting cleanup work for the Formerly Used Site Remediation Action program (FUSRAP).  Protectiveness under CERCLA is defined by Applicable or Relevant and Appropriate Requirements (ARARs) and/or human health and environmental risk analyses.  This presentation will discuss the process that USACE is following to develop cleanup criteria for FUSRAP sites.  The interplay between ARARs and risk-based levels in developing preliminary remediation goals will be emphasized.
