Upcoming training sessions:

These courses are open to all federal agencies.  In addition, these courses can be brought onsite to your facility. 
Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Initial Course.   Part of the USACE PROSPECT Training program, the intent of the course is to fulfill the initial training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the management and transportation of hazardous waste and the use of a hazardous waste manifest. The course is listed as an approved DOD training source in DOD 4500.9-R and is ISEERB approved.  Tuition is $1,000 per person.  Course will be offered in Dallas, Texas May 6-10, 2002.
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Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Refresher Course.  Part of the USACE PROSPECT training program the intent is to fulfill the recurrent training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of hazardous wastes and the use of a hazardous waste manifest. This 12-hour refresher is listed as an approved DOD training source in DOD 4500.9-R and is ISEERB approved.  The course control number is 429 and tuition is $390 per person.  Courses will be offered in San Diego, CA  February 5 and 6th, 2002 and Dallas Texas May 8 and 9th, 2002.

Radioactive Waste Transportation.  Part of the US Army Corps of Engineers PROSPECT training program. The intent is to fulfill the training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of radioactive wastes.  This 24-hour course focuses on the requirements associated with shipping Class 7 and 9 radioactive remediation wastes in bulk containers.  The course control number is 441. Tuition for the course is $940 per person.  Course will be offered in Dallas Texas May 7-10, 2002.

6/21/01 p 33316 Harmonization with the United Nations Recommendations, International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code, and International Civil Aviation Organization's Technical Instructions

Action: Final Rule

Summary: This final rule amends the Hazardous Materials Regulations to maintain alignment with international standards by incorporating various changes to proper shipping names, hazard classes, packing groups, special provisions, packaging authorizations, air transport quantity limitations and vessel stowage requirements.
Applicability: This applies to persons involved in hazardous materials shipment.

8/8/01 p 41490 Hazardous Materials: Hazardous Waste Manifest Requirements

Action:  Notice of proposed rulemaking
Summary:  DOT proposes to revise the regulations on the use of the Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest for shipments of hazardous waste to parallel some proposed changes by EPA.  DOT is proposing to require that, if the generator of a hazardous waste prepares an electronic manifest, either a physical copy of the electronic manifest or another document containing the information required for a shipping paper must accompany the hazardous waste in transportation.  The paper copy or alternate form must meet the requirements of Subpart C of 49 CFR 172.

Applicability:  This proposed rule making would apply to all persons involved in shipping hazardous waste.

8/10/01 p 42193 Extension of Comment Period for the Proposed Modifications of the Hazardous Waste Manifest System

Action:  Proposed rule, extension of comment period

Summary:  On May 22, 2001 EPA proposed to revise the current manifesting system for tracking hazardous waste in transportation.  The proposal includes a new manifest format and provisions for electronic manifesting. Comments on the proposal were originally due to EPA on August 20, 2001.  This action extends the comment period to October 4, 2001.

Applicability: This proposed rule applies to all persons involved in tracking hazardous waste including generators; transporters; and receiving treatment, storage, or disposal facilities.

8/22/01 p 44252 Hazardous Materials: Exceptions From Labeling and Placarding Materials Poisonous by Inhalation (PIH)

Action: Final rule

Summary:  This rule provides some exceptions from PIH labeling for certain non-bulk and bulk packages inside closed transport vehicles or freight containers to or from Canada or Mexico.  The rule also provides exception from PIH placarding requirements on transport vehicles or freight container carrying PIH materials within a single port area.  PIH placards are required on a packaging, transport vehicle, or freight container carrying PIH materials in the United States.

Applicability:  This applies to all shipments of poison inhalation hazard materials shipped within and outside the United States.

9/12/01 p 47443 Hazardous Materials: Retention of Shipping Papers

Action: Proposed rule

Summary: RSPA is proposing to amend the Hazardous Materials Regulations to require shippers and carriers to retain a copy of each hazardous material shipping paper, or an electronic image thereof, for a period of 375 days after the date the hazardous material is accepted by a carrier.

Applicability:  If finalized, this will apply to persons shipping hazardous materials.

9/12/01 p 47443 Hazardous Materials: Retention of Shipping Papers

Action: Notice of proposed rulemaking
Summary: RSPA is proposing to amend the Hazardous Materials Regulations to require shippers and carriers to retain a copy of each hazardous material shipping paper, or an electronic image thereof, for a period of 375 days after the date the hazardous material is accepted by a carrier.  Hazardous wastes manifest are still required to be maintained for a minimum of 3 years. Comments on this proposal are due by November 13, 2001.

Applicability:  This requirement, if finalized will have broad applicability.  Persons shipping materials such as used oil, fuel, solvents, and other hazardous materials will be required to maintain shipping documents after material is no longer in transportation.

Action: Notice

Summary: This relates to the information required to be submitted with respect to continuous releases of CERCLA hazardous substances into the environment.  This Information Collection Request describes the nature of the information that is collected and the estimated reporting burden and cost. 

Applicability: This notice has no direct impact on USACE activities. However, it provides a good summary of the requirements for reporting continuous releases of CERCLA hazardous substance and may be of interest to environmental compliance coordinators at facilities with the potential for continuous releases of CERCLA hazardous substances.

However, it provides a good summary of reporting requirements for universal waste handlers and may be of interest to environmental compliance coordinators managing universal wastes - batteries, mercury thermostats, cancelled or recalled pesticides, or lamps (light bulbs/tubes).

10/3/01 p 50332 Correction to the Hazardous Waste Identification Rule (HWIR):  Revisions to the Mixture and Derived-From Rules

Action: Direct final rule

Summary: On May 16, 2001, when EPA published revisions to the Mixture and Derived-From Rules, they inadvertently deleted an exemption commonly referred to as the Bevill exclusion and also inadvertently deleted several other exemptions to the mixture rule.   EPA is correcting this by reinstating the deleted language via this rule.

Applicability: This is provided for general information and is not expected to have a significant impact on DoD since it merely reinstates previously existing exemptions.

Action: Proposed rule

Summary: This proposes to correct language which was inadvertently removed by a May 16, 2001 modification of the Mixture and Derived-From Rule and which is being simultaneously issued as a direct, final rule elsewhere in the Oct 3, 2001 Federal Register.

Applicability: This is provided for general information and is not expected to have a significant impact on DoD since it merely reinstates previously existing exemptions.

10/12/01 p 52191 Hazardous Waste Management System; Standardized Permit; Corrective Action; and Financial Responsibility for RCRA and Hazardous Waste Management Facilities

Action:  Proposed rule

Summary: This rule proposes to modify the current hazardous waste permitting process to allow routine types of activities to qualify for a "standardized permit" as opposed to an individual permit.  The standardized permit is expected to shorten permit processing times by using uniform language that would be incorporated into all standardized permits in conjunction with a supplemental portion developed to address site specific issues such as corrective action requirements.   

Applicability: This rule, if finalized, will apply to facilities conducting routine storage and non-thermal treatment of hazardous waste in containers, aboveground tanks, or containment buildings. However, this permitting option will not be available in authorized states unless those state choose to adopt this rule.  DoD is submitting comments on this proposal to EPA.

The LDR related guidance document explains how to demonstrate compliance with the alternative treatment standard for soil (90% reduction of contaminants or 10 time Universal Treatment Standard Levels). The other document addresses when treatment of organics constitutes impermissible dilution under RCRA.

Applicability: Both documents relate to compliance with land disposal restriction treatment standards.  The first document applies to RCRA hazardous soil.  The second document applies to treatment of organic compounds.

Applicability:  This rule, if finalized, will apply to CERCLA, RCRA, and voluntary cleanups involving offsite disposal of hazardous waste.
