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Upcoming training sessions:

These courses are open to all federal agencies.  In addition, these courses can be brought onsite to your facility. 

Below are the scheduled classes for the remainder of this fiscal year.  There is still room in these courses.  In addition, we can bring an onsite to your facility at any time.  In addition to the sessions in Dallas, there may be a few onsites yet this year.  So if you immediately need training and cannot make the Dallas session, let me know and I will put you on a list of folks that need training.  Then if a district does host an onsite, we will notify you.

Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Initial Course.   Part of the USACE PROSPECT Training program, the intent of the course is to fulfill the initial training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the management and transportation of hazardous waste and the use of a hazardous waste manifest. The course is listed as an approved DOD training source in DOD 4500.9-R and is ISEERB approved.  Tuition is $1,000 per person.  Course will be offered in Dallas, Texas May 6-10, 2002.

Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Refresher Course.  Part of the USACE PROSPECT training program the intent is to fulfill the recurrent training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of hazardous wastes and the use of a hazardous waste manifest. This 12-hour refresher is listed as an approved DOD training source in DOD 4500.9-R and is ISEERB approved.  The course control number is 429 and tuition is $390 per person.  Courses will be offered in Dallas Texas, May 8 and 9th, 2002.

Radioactive Waste Transportation.  Part of the US Army Corps of Engineers PROSPECT training program. The intent is to fulfill the training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of radioactive wastes.  This 28-hour course focuses on the requirements associated with shipping Class 7 and 9 radioactive remediation wastes in bulk containers.  The course control number is 441. Tuition for the course is $940 per person.  Course will be offered in Dallas Texas May 7-10, 2002.

Revisions to the Mixture and Derived-from Rules: Delay of Effective 

Date; Reopening of Comment Period

Action: Delay of effective date and reopening of comment period

Summary: The effective date of the direct final rule of October 3, 2001, 66 FR 50332, which made corrections to the Mixture and Derived-from Rules, is extended and the comment period is reopened.  

Applicability:  The corrections pertain to listed waste listed solely because of an ignitability, corrosivity, or reactivity characteristic.

Action: Semiannual Regulatory Agenda

Summary:  This provides the status of significant regulations under development by EPA.  

Applicability:  This relates to RCRA, Clean Water Act, Clean Air Act, EPCRA, Safe Drinking Water Act, CERCLA, and the Oil Pollution Act.

12/28/01 p 67108 Criteria for Classification of Solid Waste Disposal Facilities and Practices and Criteria for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills:  Disposal of Residential Lead-Based Paint Waste

Action:  Withdrawal of direct final rule

Summary:  On October 23, 2001, EPA published a direct final rule which allowed residential lead-based paint waste to be disposed of in construction and demolition landfills in addition to municipal solid waste landfill units.  Because the EPA received adverse comments on the direct final rule, it is being withdrawn pending subsequent final action based on the parallel proposal published on 23 October.

Applicability:  This withdrawal will be of interest to those involved with the disposal of lead-based paint wastes from residential structures.

1/8/2002 p 894 Airborne Exposure Limits for Chemical Warfare Agents GA (Tabun), GB (Sarin), and VX

[image: image6.wmf]Action: Notice of proposed revisions to Center or Disease Control (CDC) recommendations for protection of public health and safety during disposal or transport of chemical warfare agents GA (tabun), GB (sarin), and VX through revision of worker and general population airborne exposure limits.

Summary: The CDC proposes airborne exposure limits for the chemical warfare agents GA (tabun or ethyl N,N-dimethyl-phosphoramidocyanidate, CAS 77-81-6); GB (sarin or O-isopropyl-methylphosphonofluoridate, CAS 107-44-8); and VX (O-ethyl-S-(2-

diisopropylaminoethyl)-methylphosphonothiolate.

Applicability:  The CDC requests comments from DoD, environmental and health regulators and other organizations involved in handling, transporting, or demilitarizing chemical warfare agents.  The proposed levels may be of interest to those involved in cleaning up chemical warfare agent contaminated sites.

1/16/2002 p 2286 Clarifications to Existing National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants Delegations’ Provisions.

Action:  Proposed Amendments

Summary:  EPA is clarifying which portions of the National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) contain authorities that can be delegated to state, local, or tribal agencies.  Each individual NESHAP will be amended to contain a section spelling out these authorities.

Applicability:  These amendments will be of interest to individuals involved in Clean Air Act compliance issues associated with NESHAPs.

1/17/2002 p 2517 Resource Conservation and Recovery Act Burden Reduction Initiative

Action: Proposed rule

Summary:  In response to the Paperwork Reduction Act, EPA has reviewed RCRA regulations to identify areas where recordkeeping and reporting can be eliminated. This announcement proposes those changes.  In addition, this announcement proposes to allow certified hazardous materials handlers to make some of the certifications ordinarily required of a registered professional engineer.  Comments are due to EPA on April 17, 2002. 

Applicability:  These changes, if finalized, will impact owners and operators of hazardous waste treatment, storage, and disposal facilities; recyclers; operators of boilers and industrial furnaces; and generators of hazardous waste.

1/22/2002 p 2961 Amendments to the Corrective Action Management Unit Rule

Action:  Final rule

Summary:  EPA has finalized changes to CAMU regulations. Grandfathering provisions allow existing CAMUs to continue operating under former requirements.  Requirements for new CAMUs include treatment of principal hazardous constituents, public notifications, liners, caps, and groundwater monitoring. The rule also provides for offsite disposal of CAMU eligible waste.

Applicability:  Persons seeking relief from LDRs for remediation waste or planning to manage waste in a CAMU will want to be aware of this rule.  Remediation projects not involving a CAMU may be able to obtain some relief from LDRs from the portion of this rule that allows "CAMU-eligible" waste to be disposed offsite.

2/27/2002 p 9173 Announcement of Availability and Request for Comment on "Completion of Corrective Action Activities at RCRA Facilities'' Guidance

Action: Notice

Summary:  EPA provides for comment a copy of the subject draft guidance document.  This outlines the manner in which EPA seeks to have regions and states address completion of corrective action activities.  Two types of determinations are discussed (1) a corrective action complete determination and (2) a corrective action complete with controls determination.  Comments are being accepted by EPA through April 29, 2002.

Applicability:  Managers of sites undergoing RCRA corrective actions will be interested in this guidance.
