Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Initial Course.   Part of the USACE PROSPECT 

Training program, the intent of the course is to fulfill the initial training requirements of 

49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the management and transportation of hazardous waste 

and the use of a hazardous waste manifest. The course is listed as an approved DOD training 

source in DOD 4500.9-R and is ISEERB approved.   Course will be offered in Kansas City, MO, 

June 9-13, 2003.

[image: image5.wmf]Hazardous Waste Management and Manifest Refresher Course.  Part of the USACE PROSPECT training program the intent is to fulfill the recurrent training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of hazardous wastes and the use of a hazardous waste manifest.

This 12-hour refresher is listed as an approved DOD training source in DOD 4500.9-R and

is ISEERB approved.  The course control number is 429.  Courses will be offered in San Diego,

March 18-19, 2003 and in Kansas City, June 10-11, 2003.  

Radioactive Waste Transportation.  Part of the US Army Corps of Engineers PROSPECT training program, the intent is to fulfill the training requirements of 49 CFR 172, Subpart H as they relate to the transportation of radioactive wastes.  This 28-hour course focuses on the requirements associated with shipping Class 7 and 9 radioactive remediation wastes in bulk containers.  The course control number is 441.  Course will be offered in Minneapolis, MN June 24-27, 2003.

FY03 PROSPECT Survey

The survey for FY03 was sent out in May.  In you need refresher certification training, or if someone in your office needs initial training, look for the survey or ask your training office or supervisor about it.  Typically we do not schedule PROSPECT courses the first quarter of the FY because folks just don’t have their funding yet, so please plan accordingly if you need recertification.  

To clear up a few misconceptions about the survey……the purpose of the survey is to establish the base session of the course for the year.  If more than 25 students apply, then we will add a new session.  In addition, you can call me or the registrar AT ANY TIME during the year to get into a PROSPECT course.  

Onsites can be scheduled at any point, just call me.  

IMPORTANT Upcoming DOT Requirement

On May 2, 2002, the Research and Special Programs Administration (RSPA) of the Department of Transportation (DOT) published a proposed rule in the Federal Register entitled Hazardous Materials:  Security Requirements for Offerors and Transporters of Hazardous Materials.  The proposed rule, when finalized, will probably be effective within 3 months of its publication in the register.  There are several requirements that will be placed upon hazardous materials (hazmat) transporters and really only one requirement that will be placed on us, the federal government, as shippers of hazmat.  

As a result of the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, and subsequent threats related to biological and other hazmat, RSPA has undertaken a broad review of their transportation safety and security programs.  Based upon the results of meetings, RSPA has determined additional requirements are necessary to enhance the security of the transportation of hazmat.  So, in brief, the proposed requirements are:

1. Each motor carrier required to register under 49 CFR 107 must maintain a copy of the current certificate on each motor vehicle used to transport hazmat.  (Now, the federal government is exempt from the registration requirement; i.e. we are not required to register government vehicles.  But, our contractors, as private, commercial haulers are already registered and they will have to do this.)

2. Shipping papers will have to include the hazmat registration number and the names and addresses of both the consignor and each consignee.  The addresses need to be physical street addresses of delivery, not billing addresses.   There are some exceptions to this requirement, but not ones that typically apply to us.

3. Persons required to register and those who arrange for the shipment of infectious material must prepare and implement written plans to assure the security of their shipments.  The requirements of the plan are in the proposed rule.  So, since the federal government is not required to register, under DOT regulations, we will not be required to prepare a security plan, however as commercial motor carriers, our contractors will be preparing these plans as a part of their daily business practice.  The plans are not specific to our sites, but specific to their company and their practices and procedures.

4. This requirement will affect us!!  RSPA has proposed that within 3 months of the publication of the final rule that ALL HAZMAT employees must receive awareness training of security issues associated with hazmat transportation.  The good news is that RSPA will develop a module that will be placed on their web site.  The module will be accessible to anyone and it will be free.  We will incorporate the training requirements into our existing PROEPCTS manifest courses, but until the time you attend a refresher, you need to take this training and DOCUMENT it!!  

The proposed rule is only 7 pages long so I would advise you to read it if you sign shipping documents, including hazardous waste or radioactive waste manifests.  As always, if you have questions, call me or e-mail me, Bev, or Ed.

3/7/2002 p 10531Unregulated Contaminant Monitoring Regulation: Approval of Analytical Method for Aeromonas; National Primary and Secondary Drinking Water Regulations: Approval of Analytical Methods for Chemical and Microbiological Contaminants

Action: Proposed Rule 

Summary: This proposes the analytical method and an associated Minimum Reporting Level (MRL) for the analysis of Aeromonas to support the Unregulated Contaminant Monitoring Regulation's List 2 monitoring of 120 large and 180 small public water systems from January 1, 2003 through December 31, 2003.

Applicability:  This only applies to the 300 designated systems conducting this monitoring, but may be of general interest to anyone with Safe Drinking Water Act responsibilities.

3/12/2002 p11043 and p 11071 Unregulated Contaminant Monitoring Regulation for Public Water

Systems; Establishment of Reporting Date

Action: Direct final rule and proposed rule

Summary: This establishes August 9, 2002, as a new, later date by which large water systems serving more than 10,000 persons must report all contaminant monitoring results they receive before May 13, 2002, for the Unregulated Contaminant Monitoring 

Regulation (UCMR) monitoring program. Monitoring results received on or after May 13, 2002, must be reported within thirty days following the month in which laboratory results are received, as specified in the current regulation for this program.

Applicability: This applies only to large water systems.

3/13/2002 p 11251 Hazardous Waste Management System; Definition of Solid Waste; Toxicity Characteristic

Action: Final rule; Response to court order vacating regulatory provisions

Summary: This action responds to two court vacaturs regarding mineral processing waste and gas plant.  It also solicits comments on ways regulations can be modified to encourage recycling.

Applicability:   DoD is considering whether to submit comments on ways to remove barriers to recycling.

3/25/2002 p 13683 Regulation of Hazardous Oil-Bearing Secondary Materials From the Petroleum Refining Industry and Other Hazardous Secondary Materials Processed in a Gasification System To Produce Synthesis Gas

Action: Proposed rule

Summary: EPA proposes revisions for a conditional exclusion from the definition of solid waste for hazardous oil-bearing secondary materials generated by the petroleum refinery industry when these materials are processed in a gasification system to produce synthesis gas fuel and other non-fuel chemical by-products. 

Applicability:  This applies to the petroleum refining industry but may be of general interest to persons tracking RCRA regulations.

3/28/2002 p 14951 Arsenic Treatment Demonstrations

Action:  Notice

Summary: EPA plans a demonstration program on the treatment (reduction and/or removal) of arsenic in drinking water. The MCL for arsenic was recently modified to 10 ug/l. Through this demonstration program the U.S. EPA intends to identify and evaluate the ability of commercially available technologies and engineering or other approaches to cost effectively meet the new standard in small water systems (10,000 customers).  Through this notice, the U.S. EPA is inviting the public at large, governmental and regulatory agencies, public health agencies, and drinking water utilities to identify small water utilities that may be interested in hosting a demonstration at their facility. Such utilities should be those, which will require treatment to comply with the new arsenic standard. 
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Applicability:  Civil Works facilities with public water supplies may be interested in volunteering for this demonstration project.

4/2/2002 p 15510 Hazardous Materials; Transportation of Lithium Batteries

Action:  Notice of proposed rulemaking

Summary: RSPA proposes to amend the Hazardous Materials Regulations regarding lithium batteries to be consistent with United Nations Recommendations on the Transport of Dangerous Goods.

Applicability:  This proposal applies to transportation of lithium batteries.
