Lesson 2�Installing HCAS 3.0


Introduction


HCAS 3.0 consists of more than 50 files, containing some 5 MB of data, that must be installed on your system. Installation of the program requires two steps: transferring the installation files from the ICEG Internet home page to your local drive and setting up the application on your computer. In this lesson, you will learn how to do both of these steps.

HCAS 3.0 was designed to run on a wide range of systems. For example, it will run on a 486-based PC running Windows 3.1. However, because HCAS must handle massive amounts of data, users will find the best performance on a Pentium machine running Windows 95.


Downloading the Installation Files


The HCAS 3.0 installation files and updates are available on the ICEG Internet home page (http://globe.lmi.org/lmi_hcas/). This site may be accessed through any standard Web browser such as Netscape or Internet Explorer.


To ease downloading, the installation files are compressed (or zipped) into a single file. The compressed file is available in two formats: DOWNLOAD.EXE and DOWNLOAD.ZIP, both of which are approximately 8 MB and include the latest ICEG database as well as the necessary .DLLs for the program. Once the compressed file has been downloaded, it must then be unzipped to extract the 50+ installation files.


DOWNLOAD.EXE is self-extracting, which means that you can simply double-click on the file name to uncompress the installation files. DOWNLOAD.ZIP requires the use of another program, such as PKUNZIP.EXE version 2.04g, to uncompress the files. You must use DOWNLOAD.ZIP if your system does not support self-extracting files.


The steps for downloading and unzipping the HCAS installation files are as follows:


Create a directory on your hard drive to put the installation files when you transfer them (e.g., C:\TEMP).


Start your browser (e.g., Netscape or Internet Explorer)


Type http://globe.lmi.org/lmi_hcas/ into the URL line at the top of the screen.


Follow the link to download and register for the software.


Note: If your browser does not support self-extracting files, follow the link to the compressed version of the installation files, DOWNLOAD.ZIP. DOWNLOAD.ZIP requires another program (PKUNZIP.EXE version 2.04g) to uncompress the files.


Click on the link to download the self-extracting file.


After you click on the link, the following screen should appear.

Pick the temporary directory you created in Step 1 and then click on the Save button. The program will begin to download over the Web.


Once download has finished, you must unzip the file to extract the 50 files required to install the program.


Setting Up the Application on Your Drive


Once the files have been unzipped into the Temp directory, SETUP.EXE must be run to install the program on the computer. At this point, installation of the program is no different from installing any other software program under Windows.


Hands-on Exercise—Install the Application


Double-click on SETUP.EXE to begin the installation of HCAS 3.0 on your drive. The program will first prompt you to close all applications, including any toolbars such as the Microsoft Office Toolbar. If these programs are active, they may interfere with the installation of HCAS 3.0.

Click OK. You may change the installation directory for HCAS 3.0 by clicking on the Change Directory button or you may continue installation using the default directory of C:\HCAS30 shown in the following picture. Click on the button with the picture of the computer to install HCAS 3.0 to the default directory. The files required for HCAS 3.0 will be installed on your machine.

Answers to Frequently Asked Questions


Q.	I have downloaded HCAS30.EXE from the Web page but when I try to use it I get a message saying that I need to use PKZIPFIX. What happened?


A.	The file did not come across the Internet correctly. This is a function of your connection to the Web. You can try to download the file again or try downloading the .ZIP version of the setup files. If you do not have unzipping software, you may download the WINZIP shareware program from the ICEG home page at http://globe.lmi.org/LMI_HCAS/software.htm. If the file still does not work, contact LMI and request a set of installation disks or CD-ROM.


Q.	Installation has begun and I get a message saying that some file is currently in use or cannot be registered. What do I do now?


A.	HCAS 3.0 uses some of the same files as other Microsoft applications and if any of these applications are running while you install the software, you may get this problem. The install program will give you the option of ignoring this warning when it occurs. Ignoring this warning will not affect installation of HCAS since the file being installed already exists on your system.


Q.	Can I put my HCAS database files on a network drive so that others in my office can access them?


A.	Yes. After installation, user databases are placed on the user’s hard drive. It is also possible to create and store databases on a network hard drive thus allowing multiple users to access the same data. HCAS will prevent a user from changing information in a project that another user has open.


Q.	Can I resize the HCAS screens?


A.	No. But you may be able to change the resolution at which you view the screens. HCAS was designed to run on a wide range of computers, including those whose display is set at 640x480. For the best resolution, set your display to 800x600 if your computer and monitor can handle it. To set the display, go to the Control Panel and double click on the Display icon. Under the Settings tab, you move the resolution slider bar to 800x600.
