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1.0  SCOPE

1.1  Purpose

These procedures specify how DoD components will coordinate disposal plans with the DoD Executive Agent for Low-Level Radioactive Waste (LLRW), when an environmental restoration generates low-level radioactive, mixed waste, or NORM/NARM waste.   These procedures will clarify who is responsible for the coordination, when the coordination should occur, and what information must be included.
1.2  Applicability
These procedures apply to all Department of Defense (DoD) generators of low-level radioactive waste (LLRW), mixed waste, and NORM/NARM waste (except the Navy Nuclear Propulsion program).  A DoD component that generates LLRW from an environmental restoration site will coordinate its disposal plans with the Executive Agent prior to taking LLRW disposal actions.  The Executive Agent will review the plans for safety and compliance.

The Department of Army serves as the DoD Executive Agent for LLRW disposal.  The HQ, Operations Support Command, AMSOS-SF, the Safety/Rad Waste Team, is responsible for executing the Army’s DoD Executive Agent’s mission.

These procedures do not apply when a DoD component is managing an environmental restoration for a non-DoD customer.

1.3  Who to contact

3.0 Procedure   

Initial Notification.  Department of Defense generators of low-level radioactive waste, mixed waste, and NORM/NARM waste shall provide written notification of planned environmental restorations to the Executive Agency as soon as there is reason to suspect the remediation will generate low-level radioactive waste, mixed waste, or NORM/NARM waste. This Executive Agency notification must be coordinated through the appropriate DoD component level office (see Appendix A) prior to submitting to the Executive Agency. The contracted agent performing the remediation may perform this notification for the generator.  The notifying generator or agent will include the following information and may use the enclosed worksheet for this purpose.

Full Coordination.  The generator will coordinate or assure that the contracted agent performing the remediation action coordinates 
the planned disposal action prior to release of formal disposal decision documents or finalization of formal agreements or contractual arrangements for transportation and disposal.  The notifying generator or agent will include the following information in the coordination document.  The generator or agent may use the enclosed worksheet for this purpose.

4.0 DISPOSAL DOCUMENTATION – FOLLOW-UP
